The Morito Institute of Global Higher Education 3+1 Program (*1) welcomes applications from
international students interested in pursuing studies at Hiroshima University. Application requirements and
details are provided in the following sections.

Morito Institute of Global Higher Education 3+1 Program

The “Morito Institute of Global Higher Education 3+1 Program” is a study abroad initiative designed for undergraduate students who
have completed their second or third year at their home universities. Participants enroll at Hiroshima University (HU) as Special
Auditing Students and, upon successfully completing the program, receive a certificate of completion from HU. While the program
itself does not confer a bachelor’s degree, students can transfer the credits earned at HU to their home universities to meet the
requirements for their degrees.

The program is tailored to the academic progression of the participants. Students who have completed their second-year focus on
coursework to deepen their knowledge in their field of study. In contrast, students who have completed their third year engage in
research activities under the personalized guidance of an academic supervisor. The program concludes in June of the following year
for fourth-year students. If they meet the specified requirements (*2), they may apply for admission as Research Students at HU.
Those who pass the entrance examination may advance to one of HU’s Graduate Schools to pursue further studies.

Admission as a Research Student requires approval from the prospective supervisor and fulfillment of specific language proficiency

requirements, which vary by school or department at HU.

1. Eligibility Requirements for Applicants

Applicants must be enrolled in undergraduate programs at their home institutions, which have an

agreement with HU for the 3+1 Program and meet all four of the following criteria:

1) Applicants must be in their third or fourth year of an undergraduate program at their home institutions

at the time of admission to this program (October 1st, 2025).

2) Applicants must meet one of the following Japanese language proficiency requirements (*3):

i Fourth-year Students:
(@ Japanese-Language Proficiency Test (JLPT) N1
@ Japanese proficiency equivalent to JLPT N1

ii. Third-year Students:
(@D Japanese-Language Proficiency Test (JLPT) N1
@ Japanese-Language Proficiency Test (JLPT) N2
(@ Japanese proficiency equivalent to JLPT N1 or N2

3) Applicants must be eligible to obtain a student visa upon entering Japan.

Note: For applicants currently studying at other universities in Japan, there is a possibility that the

Certificate of Eligibility (CoE) may not be issued or may be delayed.

4) Applicants must be recognized by the head of their home institution as being capable of studying at HU

without delaying their graduation timeline, based on their accumulated and anticipated credits.

*3 This program only sets Japanese language proficiency as the language requirement for applicants. However, applicants are encouraged

to possess English proficiency equivalent to one of the following scores or grades:

+ TOEFL (iBT) 61 or higher

+ TOEFL (PBT) 500 or higher

+ IELTS (Academic) 5.0 or higher

+ CET (College English Test) Grade 6

2. Enrollment Period
The enrollment period for this program depends on the students’ academic standing at their home

universities at the time of admission:

1) Fourth-Year Students (Applicants in their fourth year at the time of admission):
Enrollment Period: October 1, 2025 — June 30, 2026

During this period, students focus primarily on research under the guidance and supervision of

HU faculty members to complete their graduation theses. Additionally, they may choose to enroll
in classes, and the credits they earned can be counted toward graduation requirements at their home
universities.

After completing the program, students who meet the prescribed requirements may continue their
studies at HU as Research Students. They will have the opportunity to advance to one of HU’s
Graduate Schools in either October 2026 or April 2027, provided they pass the entrance
examination.

2) Third-Year Students (Applicants in their third year at the time of admission):
Enrollment Period: October 1, 2025 — September 30, 2026

During this period, students primarily focus on coursework, including Japanese language courses

and specialized education courses offered by the Morito Institute of Global Higher Education. These
courses are delivered using a CLIL (Content and Language Integrated Learning) approach.
The credits earned from these courses can be transferred to their home universities to meet

graduation requirements.

3. Tuition
1) Applicants in their fourth year (fourth-year students): 399,600 yen (for three terms)
2) Applicants in their third year (third-year students): 532,800 yen (for four terms)
Neither application nor admission fees are charged. However, in addition to tuition, 3+1 Program students

are responsible for insurance premiums and other fees.

4. Accommodation

HU will provide information on private apartments. In addition to tuition, students are responsible for their
accommodation costs.

Monthly rents for single-person apartments in Higashi-Hiroshima City, where HU’s Higashihiroshima
campus is located, range from approximately 20,000 to 50,000 yen. Monthly living expenses (including
accommodation costs) are estimated to be at least 80,000 to 100,000 yen. Monthly rents for single-person
apartments in Hiroshima City, where Kasumi Campus and Higashi-senda Campus are located, are between
approximately 30,000 and 60,000 yen.

+ Kasumi Campus: School of Medicine, Dentistry and Pharmaceutical Sciences
+ Higashi-Senda Campus: School of Law (The school was relocated in 2023. Some courses of the School of
Law will be available online while other courses may require regular travel between the Higashi-Hiroshima

Campus and the Higashi-Senda Campus, which takes around two hours for a round trip).

Note: Due to limited capacity, 3+1 Program students are not eligible to live in the student dormitories

provided by HU (Ikenoue Student Dormitory and International House).

Required Documents for Fourth-Year Students

Fourth-year students must include one of the following documents in their application:
i. A “Japanese-Language Proficiency Test Certificate of Result and Scores” for JLPT N1
ii. A Certificate of Japanese Language Proficiency (*8) (The designated form by HU)

Required Documents for Third-Year Students

Third-year students must include one of the following documents in their application:

i. A “Japanese-Language Proficiency Test Certificate of Result and Scores” for JLPT N1
ii. A “Japanese-Language Proficiency Test Certificate of Result and Scores” for JLPT N2
iii. A Certificate of Japanese Language Proficiency (*8) (The designated form by HU)

@ English Proficiency Certificate (optional):
Applicants are encouraged to include an official certificate to demonstrate their English
proficiency if they meet any of the following criteria:
i. A score of TOEFL (iBT) 61 or higher, TOEFL (PBT) 500 or higher, IELTS (Academic) 5.0
or higher, or CET (College English Test) Grade 6
ii. A Certificate of English Language Proficiency (*8) (The designated form by HU)

The six Documents described above (1- 6) must be written in either Japanese or English.

*4  When submitting your Research Proposal electronically, please ensure it is in Word document format.
*5  Fourth-year students must outline their intended research plan at HU in the application form. Please note that the research topic
specified in the form cannot be changed once an academic supervisor at HU has been assigned.
*6 Please adhere to the following requirements when submitting a photo:

(D The photo must be taken within 6 months of the submission date.

@ The photo should only include the applicant but anyone else.

@ The applicant must be facing forward and not wearing any hats in the photo.

@ The background should be plain, with no shadows or other objects.

We do not accept retouched photos. Any alterations such as enlarging your eyes, changing your skin tone, modifying facial

features, or removing moles and wrinkles will render the application documents invalid.
*7  Please submit a copy of the “Certificate of Results and Scores” from the highest grade of the Japanese Language Proficiency
Test (JLPT) you have obtained or a copy of the official Score Report of your highest score in one of the listed English proficiency
tests.
*8 A Certificate of Japanese Language Proficiency can only be issued by a Japanese language teacher or the applicant’s academic
supervisor if they provide research guidance to the applicant in Japanese at the applicant’s home university. Similarly, a Certificate
of English Language Proficiency can only be issued by an English language teacher or the applicant’s academic advisor if they
provide research guidance to the applicant in English at the applicant’s home university. Possessing Japanese proficiency equivalent
to one of the listed grades in JLPT means that the applicant is expected to pass the corresponding grade (N1 or N2) if they take the
test.

6. Selection Method

Applicants who satisfy all the requirements outlined in Section 1 will undergo a comprehensive evaluation.

This evaluation will be based on their application documents, including the content of the research proposal,

academic performance, and language proficiency. Additionally, interviews will follow to assess their

language skills, commitment to learning, and overall suitability for the program.

Applicants are required to select up to two prospective academic supervisors whose research fields
align with theirs from the “List of Academic Supervisors,” “List of Faculty Members Proactively

Recruiting Participants,” and “Researcher Directory (https://www.guidebook.hiroshima-u.ac.jp/en).”

Please indicate your chosen academic supervisors in your ‘“Research Proposal” using the designated
form. Certain faculty members may have specific application requirements. Please refer to the “List
of Application Requirements from Academic Supervisors” to ensure you meet any applicable criteria.

Please note that you may not be assigned your preferred academic supervisor as a result of the
document screening mentioned in Section 6. Additionally, applicants cannot choose faculty members
listed in the “List of Unavailable Academic Supervisors” due to reasons such as retirement.
Third-year Students

Third-year students do not have the option of choosing an academic supervisor. HU will assign an
academic supervisor based on the application documents, and the decision will be communicated at a

later date.

8. Class Schedule

The class schedule varies depending on the student’s grade (third-year or fourth-year) at their home

universities at the time of admission to this program.

1) Forth-year students: From the 3 term (Term 3) of AY 2025 to the 1% term (Term 1) of AY2026 (October
2025-June 2026)

2) Third-year students: From the 3™ term (Term 3) of AY 2025 to the 2™ term (Term 2) of AY 2026 (October
2025-September 2026)

All required documents listed in Section 5 (Application Documents) must be submitted to HU by the
specified deadlines.

from their applicants and send them via email to the email address provided in Section 11 (Inquiries).
Applicants must adhere to their home university’s internal deadlines to ensure timely submission.

i) Submission Deadline to HU
All application documents must be received by HU no later than 5:00 p.m. (JST) on Friday, March
21, 2025.

2) Electronic Submission of CoE (Certificate of Eligibility) Documents
Successful applicants will need to submit additional required documents to apply for the Certificate

of Eligibility (CoE) after passing the selection process. Specific details regarding these documents

and submission procedures will be provided to accepted applicants.
